PLANNING DIVISION:
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That is an easily misplaced conclusion due to the general lack of residential developments currently being constructéukin the
County. However, the Planning Division remains as busy as ever.

The 2009 Glenn County Crop Report states that the County has over 1,000 farms and an economy that remains based on agric
ture. Farming acreages in California are not receding. According to the California Department of Food and Agriculbung Calif
lands devoted to farming and ranching in 2007 remained the same in 2008, with total of 25.4 million acres.

What does agriculture have to do with the Planning Division?

In order to meet local, State, and/or Federal regulations the majority of agricultural development requires some form of site
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sultants, who tend to have higher costs. The higher expenses of consultants may divert beneficial proposals outside of Glen
County. Along the same lines, the local residences and farmers may not be able to afford their new structures. Ali&fidhe de
ment processing and approvals lead to an increased benefit for the community.
